1.  MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

Minutes of the AGM held on the 9th July 2010 were approved

2. PRESIDENT’S REPORT
RB raised the following issues:

· The need to decide on the locations for the 2011, 2012 and 2013 meetings. Bath was suggested for the 2011 meeting (see AOB below), with Marianne Ellis as organiser. The locations for the 2012 and 2013 were tentatively suggested as Bedford/Cranfield/OU and York respectively.

· RB reiterated that the society has a distinct role, suggesting that TCES-type societies were not present in many EU countries.

· The impact of reduced sponsorship on the financial position for future meetings was discussed, with a suggestion that any surplus from the society could offset costs in the current climate. However it was emphasised that the meetings should aim to break even at the very least.

· The possibility of joint meetings, e.g. with UKSB was discussed. It was felt that the TCES should retain its annual meeting, but that joint workshops, for example in the winter may be a good idea.

3. TREASURER’S REPORT
ML reported on the finances of the TCES. The following balance figures were reported:

July 2009 - £5428

July 2010 - £6019

Income from subscriptions had risen from approximately £750 to more than £1500. The Glasgow meeting in 2009 made a profit of £1657.

ML indicated that the predicted balance by 2012 may be £9800 and therefore consideration should be made for appropriate expenditure to support the TCES community.

4. MEMBERSHIP REPORT
SC reported a major increase in paid-up membership over the past 12 months, with a clear membership list now available. It was suggested that the membership list should be separate from a lost of interested people for marketing purposes, although it is hoped that many on the marketing mailing list may become members.

Banners have been produced for marketing purposes.

5. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Bath group indicated that they would not be able to host the annual meeting in 2011.
